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The failure of the justice system to protect animals and solutions

Don Feare, animal cruelty lawyer, founder, executive director of Wildflight animal rescue foundation, has been involved in numerous animal rights cases.

This program will cover the misuse of both state and federal statutes designed to protect animals by local, state, and federal agencies. Some photographs of animal abuse for which prosecution was declined will be presented. A recent district court ruling which has the potential to severely curtail both state and federal wildlife killing will be discussed. Issues such as animals as property, regulations designed to defeat animal protection laws, and the relative devaluation of animal abuse prosecution will be included.
